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2010 CLC-TYV Student Video PSA Contest

Attention all area Middle School faculty, staff and students! The City of Las Cruces is
proud to announce the 2010 CLC-TV Student Video PSA Contest. CLC-TV is calling on
all middle school students to enter a 30 second public service announcement (PSA) on
topics of public safety or social issues. There is no fee to enter.

This year’s suggested topics include (but not limited to): Texting while driving,
environment (“green”), animal adoption and red light cameras.

There will be a 1%, 2 and 3™ place winner. The first place winners will receive the CLC-
TV Excellence Trophy. Second and third place winners will receive plaques.

The first place winners from each division will have their PSA’s televised on CLC-TV
Cable Channel 20 for up to one year. All placing videos will also be placed on clctv.com

Judges with professional experience in television and video production will score and
provide constructive feedback and suggestions for all participants who so request on their
entry forms.

Scoring will be based on content and broadcast quality (see broadcast quality criteria).
The deadline to submit entries is Friday, April 9, 2010 by 5 p.m. Winners will receive
their awards and be recognized at the regular meeting of the Las Cruces Mayor and City
Council (date TBA). The meeting will be televised live on CLC-TV and streamed live on
CLCTV.com.

Requirements:

*  PSA’s must be exactly 30 seconds and must cover one or more public safety issue
topics such as: fire, drugs, alcohol, gangs, bullies, littering, graffiti, animal
cruelty, child abuse, domestic violence, or other public safety / social issue related
topics or suggested topics.

*  PSA’s may be produced and submitted by an individual student or a group of up
to three (3) students per entry. There is no limit to the number of entries an
individual student or student group may enter.

* Each 30 second PSA must contain a five (5) second still title slate in the
beginning stating the title of the PSA, student(s) name(s), school name and
student(s) grade(s). The slate must match the information given on the entry form.
Please use plain white text on a black background with no animation or music.



The five second slate DOES count towards the 30 second PSA. Total time
including slate & PSA should be 30 seconds.

* A parental release form (provided) is required for all students under the age of 18
appearing on camera. A standard release form (provided) is required for all adults,
18 years +, appearing on camera.

* All video and music contained in the PSA must be original and copyright/royalty
free. Otherwise, written permission from copyright holder granting use of the
video footage or music is required and must be submitted with each entry as
needed. (Example: a song by Green Day is not permitted unless you get written
permission from their legal offices).

*  PSA’s must not advertise, promote or in any way showcase (product placement)
any commercial product or property. CLC-TV is a government access TV channel
and including video and/or audio of any commercial product or property would be
a violation of CLC-TV’s rules of operation. Any PSA’s containing such video or
audio references will be disqualified.

* Entries containing any verbal or written statistics, facts and/or copyright/royalty
free media must submit references typed on a separate paper and turn in with
entry form.

* PSA’s must be produced solely by the students with only the guidance of a
teacher or supervisor.

* Final PSA’s must be turned in on one of the following NTSC formats: DVD or
uncompressed QuickTime (.mov) or AVI (.avi) file on DVD or CD. Videos will
not be returned so don’t send master copy.

* For multiple, group, or class entries please clip or staple all forms together. Please
combine all entries onto one disc and provide a typed rundown of the spots as
they appear on the disc.

* Submit PSA’s to Adrian Guzman with CLC-TV at the City of Las Cruces Public
Information Office located inside City Hall no later than 5 p.m. on Friday April 9,
2010.
